Meeting opened at 2000hrs

576. To consider accepting apologies for absence
Apologies received from Councillor Clarke, Councillor Hastings and Councillor Blake.  These were accepted.
Proposed by Councillor Cordey, seconded by Councillor Eckles. 

577. To accept and sign the minutes of the Parish Council on 15 July 2013
These were signed as a true record.
Proposed by Councillor Cordey, seconded by Councillor Allison.
578. To record declarations of pecuniary interest from members in any item to be discussed
Councillor Cordey declared a pecuniary interest in agenda item no 588a.   This agenda item was not discussed because our standing orders request that if you have a pecuniary interest then you have to leave the room when discussion and voting takes place unless a dispensation has been agreed.  This would have left only two councillors in the room, which does not make a quorum.  Clerk to request an extension so that this can be discussed at the next meeting.
579. To adjourn the meeting to allow public participation
The meeting was adjourned at 2009hrs.  There was no public participation.  The meeting reopened at 2010hrs.

It was a hard decision, however, an agreement was made and a motion carried forward to offer the job to Mrs Jo Rayner.  Proposed by Councillor David Eckles, seconded by Councillor Allison.   

585. Parish Councillor Vacancy update.
Both the chairman and the clerk confirmed that the necessary paperwork had been completed for SNC and we await the outcome of this.  The noticeboards and website hold all relevant information relating to this.  Depending on the outcome, this will be an item for the October meeting.  Clerk to action when necessary.
586. Change in Bank Mandate for Parish Council cheque signatories
The necessary paperwork was presented to the council from Barclays Bank.  It was voted that the current chairman, Councillor Cordey should be the third signatory on the bank account.  The forms were taken by Councillor Allison to complete and to forward then on to Councillors Cordey and Clarke.  Proposed by Councillor Allison, seconded by Councillor Eckles.
587. Update from Cllr Cordey re Morley options of Domestic Oil purchasing through the Bungay Buyers
Consortium
Councillor Cordey has prepared a flyer to inform local residents of the potential savings that can be made from purchasing oil from this voluntary group consortium.  A motion was passed to agree to this.  Councillor Eckles promised to send it out via the village website.  Proposed by Councillor Cordey, seconded by Councillor Eckles.

a) 2013/1383 - Winton Golf Links Road Morley St Peter Norfolk NR18 9TA Application for new planning permission to replace extant planning permission 2010/0955/H - Replacement of garage with extension and internal alterations. Mrs S Cordey Winton, Golf Links Road, Morley St Peter, Wymondham NR18 9TA
Please see agenda no 578.  Clerk to ask for an extension.
b) 2013/1238 – Summers End Golf Links Road Morley St Peter NR18 9SU Application for extensions to provide front entrance canopy, enlarge two single bedrooms to side and new bedroom, bathroom and extend kitchen/breakfast room to rear. Ms Alison Turner - The council looked at the plans and discussed the application and have no comments to make.  Proposed by Councillor Allison, seconded by Councillor Eckles.  Clerk to inform SNC.
c) 2013/1203 – 6 Staff House Wymondham College Golf Links Road Morley St Peter NR18 9SX. Variation of condition 3 of planning permission 2013/0808/CU – To extend opening times from 0730-1830 and to allow nursery to be open for 46 weeks during the year.
The council re-looked at the variation request from Wymondham College.  The capacity of the nursery and the implications this may bring, including increased numbers should be seriously considered before granting.  Further increases in traffic down Golf Links Road would impact on the safety of the residents and children of Morley and can not be sustained for a new business venture and should remain as a work place nursery as initially reported.  Proposed by Councillor Cordey, seconded by Councillor Allison. Clerk to inform SNC.
