428) To consider accepting apologies for absence
Apologies received from Michael Edney, District Councillor, Councillor David Hastings, Councillor Gina Geere and Councillor Diane Hastings were accepted.

429) To accept and sign the minutes of the Parish Council on 19th November 2012

The minutes were accepted and signed by the Chairman.
Proposed by Councillor Anna Allison, seconded by Councillor Brian Clarke.
430) To record declarations of pecuniary interest from members in any item to be discussed
There were no declarations of pecuniary interest from any member in any item to be discussed.
431) To adjourn the meeting to allow public participation
Meeting closed 1935hrs
The Morley Youth Football Club presented to the Council their proposed leasehold agreement.  
Chairman, Roger Cordey recommended that a sub-committee be formed to take this proposal forward. 
Draft agreement to then be sent to solicitors for their advice and to draw up the leasehold agreement.  Nick Hancocks specialise in public sector law or Norfolk FA may be able to recommend a solicitor.  Chairman of Football Club to look into this.  Advice from NALC and the SLCC was discussed and an example lease was obtained by the Clerk and given to Councillor David Eckles.  Councillor David Eckles and Councillor Roger Cordey put themselves forward for the sub-committee.  Clerk to liaise with all and to set up a working party meeting as part of the meeting on January 7th 2013.
Morley YFC also mentioned their proposal for floodlighting.  This proposal should be considered separately to the leasehold agreement.  This was discussed and agreed that the Football Club should draw plans up for apply for planning permission, and provide further details to the council when they are able.

All members of the public left the meeting.

432) Update on negotiations with the football club regarding the possibility of a leasehold arrangement
This item was discussed under item no 431).  It was agreed to form a Sub Committee:  Proposed by Councillor Roger Cordey seconded by Councillor Anna Allison.  
The sub committee’s terms of reference:  To draw up a non contractual document specifying both parties requirements in order to provide a full proposal to the council.

433) Matters arising from the minutes of the last meeting
a) (413) – Renewal of Grounds Maintenance Contract for 2013/2014 – the clerk informed the council that the second and updated tenders had been sent out with a deadline of the 3rd January 2013.  Tenders will be reviewed by the council at their January meeting.
b) (416) – Renewal of Bowls Club Contract 2013/2014 – The clerk reported that the contract (no changes from last year) is now ready to be signed by both parties and will be sent out in the New Year.
c) (418) – Community Matters  applications – Councillor Anna Allison reported that she has filled forms in for the Churchyard Project and the Playground Equipment Project and would be delivering them to Waitrose over the Christmas Holidays.
d) (420) – Review of Playground inspections – The clerk reported that there is still an outstanding payment of £7 plus VAT to be made to Councillor David Hastings for works carried out recently.
434) Agree process for dealing with dispensation requests

The clerk presented (emailed 16/12/12) the draft document for the council to approve.  This was discussed and agreed with no changes.  Proposed by Councillor Roger Cordey, seconded by Councillor Anna Allison.

435) 2013/2014 Draft Precept Update – The Clerk presented the council with up-to-date information 

including correspondence from South Norfolk Council relating to the precept.  The deadline has been moved to 18th January 2013 for setting the precept.  Public precept meeting set for Monday 7th January at 7.30pm at Morley Sports Village Hall.
436) Review of playground inspections and any other business
The last inspection dated 26/11/12 reported: - No further action required.
437) Clerk confirms that request for donation of £200 for fuel towards the maintenance of the churchyard 


at St Peter’s is for 2013/2014.  Council to now consider request.

The council agreed to donate £200 to Morley St Peter’s churchyard maintenance costs.  Proposed by Councillor David Eckles, seconded by Councillor Brian Clarke.  Clerk to action.
438) To consider supporting the production of The Net by way of a small donation

The council discussed this and it was decided to pay for our subscription costs of £2 per annum.  Clerk to arrange payment.  Unfortunately the pc aren't in a position to offer any more of a donation at present, however, Councillor Eckles suggested that if more advertising income was required, at the village sports hall on a Saturday, when football matches are taking place there are many local businesses who sponsor and he felt that they would be interested in advertising with The Net.  Proposed by Councillor David Eckles, seconded by Councillor Anna Allison.

i. Clerk - Bank balances as at 30/11/12:
c) Receive correspondence
i. Came & Company re increased frequency in Public Liability Claims – The Clerk informed the council that she has spoken directly to Came & Company regarding our fortnightly inspections for our playground.  The insurers confirmed that they are happy with our current arrangement.
ii. Letter from Mr Bradstreet on behalf of the Bowls Club re pest control – The Clerk updated the council with advice taken from our insurers based on the information the Bowls Club provided to us in their letter received at the beginning of December.  The outcome being that before the club proceed with their proposed pest control they must provide the council with evidence that they have their own insurance cover to do this and that their insurers are aware of these activities.  The Bowls Club would also need to liaise with the local police and to notify the neighbouring and general residents of Morley and the councillors of when any activity would take place.  Clerk to inform Mr Bradstreet.  Proposed by Councillor Cordey, seconded by Councillor David Eckles.
iii. Information regarding the new Police & Crime Commissioner – No action required
iv. Norfolk Age UK request for donation – PC unable to donate any money at present.  Clerk to action.  It was discussed and agreed by the Council for the Clerk to email the editor of the Net and request that she contact Norfolk Age UK to ask for an article highlighting the elderly living alone in the winter months that need support to be added to the next edition to The Net.  Clerk to action.
v. Request from the children of Morley Primary school asking for a donation for 120 Hi Vis waistcoats at a cost of approximately £200.  The Clerk presented the letter from the School Council on behalf of the children at Morley Primary School.  It was discussed and agreed that the school council should write to Gill Builders or May Gurney who may want to sponsor the cost of these waistcoats.  The councillors requested that the School Council let the council know how they get on.  If they are unsuccessful then the council will re-consider their request.  Clerk to action.   Proposed by Councillor David Eckles, seconded by Councillor Anna Allison.

This was discussed and approved by the councillors.  Councillor Anna Allison to amend with changes and send to The Clerk for distribution.  Proposed by Councillor David Eckles, seconded by Councillor Roger Cordey.  Clerk to action.
c) Councillor Brian Clarke reported that the porch to the church at Morley St Peter’s was rocking dangerously in the wind a few days ago (the main posts need re-seating) and expressed his concern as to the safety of it to the public.  Clerk to contact Church Warden.
d) Councillor David Eckles  informed the council that the Village Hall’s entertainment evening went well and there were more events being planned for 2013 including a Beer Festival.
