Contract information:  Tim Chenery explained that their Committee members are considered as the trustees, however, they are not actually referred to as trustees, but this could be changed if necessary for the purposes of drawing up the draft lease agreement.  
Tim Chenery reported to the council that an accountant for the football club has just been appointed.  At the moment the Club are not able to supply full audited accounts.  Football club to provide the council will audited accounts as the end of their financial year.  
457) Update on latest negotiations with the football club re: the possibility of a leasehold arrangement.
Contract – with regard to the drawing up of a draft lease agreement, Tim Chapman agreed to speak to the Norfolk FA and the clerk agreed to contact Nicholas Hancox Solicitors to obtain quotes. 
Land to be held back, Councillor David Eckles explained that the council feel they should reserve the right to hold back a small section of the field, should allotments or land for social housing be required in the future. 463) To receive reports from Councillors & Clerk
Councillor Anna Allison reported that the Morley Pathway Project has been abandoned due to the land not being available to the parish.  Sadly, the funding obtained will have to be returned to South Norfolk Council.  
Councillor Anna Allison suggested that files are prepared to contain the Village Hall Trustee documents, including our understanding of arrangements, and information relating to insurance and for the Football Club Lease.  Both files should be reviewed annually as part of our reviews.  This was discussed and agreed by the Council.  Proposed by Councillor David Eckles, seconded by Councillor Roger Cordey.  Clerk to action.
The Chairman, Councillor Roger Cordey thanked all those who helped with the successful bid for Waitrose’s Community Matters project for the month of February to raise funds for new outdoor equipment for older children in the village.  Clerk to advertise this on the website.
Clerk to discuss the Grounds maintenance contract with Will Smith.  The contract should start on the 1st March.  Mr Smith to be invited to the next meeting – Clerk to action.

Clerk reminded the council that it was agreed to ask SNC to move the recycling bins in front of the fence next time they are emptied to encourage less rubbish being dumped.  Councillor Roger Cordey to action.   
Clerk presented the draft letter to Anglian Water re: the availability of land opposite The Buck  It was amended and then approved.  Proposed by Councillor David Eckles, seconded by Councillor Anna Allison.  Clerk to action.

The clerk informed the council that the resignation of Councillor Gina Geere had been received and accepted.  South Norfolk Council had been informed and the official notice of vacancy was placed on the noticeboards on the 14th January 2013.
