Councillors David & Diane Hastings both declared an interest in agenda item 397 as land owners.
391) Presentation of the S Norfolk Council Information Boards regarding The Local Plan.

392) Parish Ward/Crime Stats 1 July 2012 – 30 Sept 2012

396) Matters arising from the minutes of the last meeting
375) Churchyard maintenance – The Council are considering the costings provided by the Church Warden at Morley St Botolph and are considering the amount for inclusion into the draft precept for 2013/2014.  The church’s wishes of retaining the Probation Service for grass cutting for part of the year, with additional cuts to be done by another contractor is supported by the Council.  Further discussion will take place at next month’s meeting.  Clerk to continue to progress.  Proposed by Councillor Roger Cordey, seconded by Councillor Brian Clarke.

378) Milestone – The milestone is set in an awkward position, by the ditch and it leans over.  Council propose to apply to Norfolk County Council to move it about 10 yards to a better, clearer position.   Clerk to speak to Nigel Ford and progress.  Proposed by Councillor David Eckles, seconded by Councillor Diane Hastings.

397) To agree to continue to rent the Turner Field

Councillor Diane Hastings confirmed that this was agreed and minuted last year as an ongoing agreement, therefore no action required.

398) Discuss the provision of a village bench as suggested by a parishioner 

It was agreed to the purchase of a seat for the village.  A recycled bench, similar to playground one was recommended.  Clerk to get prices.  Further discussion at future meeting to decide on the organisation of this project for the community.  Proposed by Councillor David Eckles, seconded by Councillor Diane Hastings. 
It was also suggested that we nominate this project for the Waitrose Community Matters scheme. Each month every Waitrose branch donates £1,000 between three local good causes that are chosen.  Clerk to obtain further information for the next meeting.  Proposed by Councillor David Eckles, seconded by Councillor Brian Clarke.
399) 2012/2013 Draft Precept

The Clerk presented the first draft for the precept.  It was discussed and agreed that the Clerk would make a few changes and present again for further discussion at the next meeting.

The Council are looking to reduce expenditure and increase income and reserves for set purposes in the future.  The cost of maintaining the football pitches is too high for the Council to continue to support without increasing it’s income accordingly.  Therefore is has been proposed to approach the Football Clubs to discuss how we can achieve this.  Two options have been put forward so far for consideration:

· Option 1 – To pay a small nominal fee and be responsible for all service charges.

· Option 2 – The rent reflects the cost of the current management costs plus a nominal management fee.

Other options may be considered.   Clerk to email to Football Club representatives with proposal and invitation to the next meeting.  Proposed by Councillor David Eckles, seconded by Councillor Roger Cordey
