REVISED MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD 19th November 2012 at 7.30pm

409) To consider accepting apologies for absence
Apologies received from CC Steve Dorrington were accepted.

410) To accept and sign the minutes of the Parish Council on 15th October 2012

The minutes were amended to mention the Bowls Club request to shoot on site (405b,iv), then they were accepted and signed by the Chairman.
Proposed by Councillor David Eckles, seconded by Councillor David Hastings.
411) To record declarations of pecuniary interest from members in any item to be discussed
Councillors David & Diane Hastings made the Council aware that their already declared interest in the ongoing planning application no 2012/1937 was on the agenda again this evening and they both declared that they had decided not to take part in any of the discussions or decision making – 421a. 
412) Dispensations

a) To receive signed dispensations application forms from all Councillors re setting the budget

All Councillors signed their dispensations and gave forms to the Clerk.

b) To receive and accept any further dispensations required.
Councillor Brian Clarke requested a dispensation to be able to take part in discussions relating to the maintenance of the football pitch, as he is currently undergoing paid work approved by the Council.  This was discussed and agreed by the Council and accepted by the Clerk.  Proposed by: Councillor Roger Cordey, seconded by Councillor Anna Allison.
413) Renewal of the Grounds Maintenance Contract for 2013/2014
The Clerk presented the Council with four quotes received.  At this point in the meeting the Chairman closed the meeting to allow the Football Club representatives to ask any questions.  Based on the discussions which took place with the Football Club representatives and their new proposal (see below), the Council requested that the Clerk obtain some further quotes from the same four companies to assist with the decision making at the next meeting.  Proposed by Councillor David Eckles, seconded by Councillor Brian Clarke. 

414) Renewal of the Football Club’s Contract for 2013/2014
The Chairman closed the meeting to allow participation – see below (415).
415) To adjourn the meeting to allow public participation
Meeting closed 1935hrs

The Chairman welcomed the representatives from the football club and outlined the current proposals by the Council for consideration to them (399).  Tim Chapman, representing the Clubs commented as follows:  Looking to the future and wanting to plan ahead for many years the clubs would like to change the contract to a 99 year leasehold.  This will allow different types of funding which they can use to the move the club forward.  The football club is growing every week and have plenty of volunteers, coming from the Morley area and further afield. Easton College want to set up a partnership with the club.  These benefits that the Club could bring would be for the benefit of the whole community and see everyone having the opportunity to use these facilities.  The Council agreed to consider this request, but before doing so, asked for a copy of an example of a draft lease to see for consideration and also any copies of existing leasehold agreements local football clubs may have with their parish council or village hall.   Proposed by Councillor Roger Cordey, seconded by Councillor David Hastings.  The Chairman invited the Football Club representatives to the next meeting.  Councillor David Hastings asked if they required the use of the other pitch in Morley (Turner Field).  The Club informed the Council that they currently use Deopham Football Pitch. Football Club to provide lease information
Meeting opened 2000hrs
Four members of the public left the meeting.

416) Renewal of the Bowls Club Contract for 2013/14

This was discussed and it was decided to leave the contract unchanged at a rent of £50 p/a.  The Clerk to raise new contract for signing and write to Mr Bradstreet.  Proposed by Councillor Diane Hastings, seconded by Councillor Gina Geere.

417) Turner Playing Field – Mole Quotations

The Clerk asked three companies to quote.  These were discussed and it was decided to appoint Abate Pest Control, based in Morley itself, to eliminate the moles at the playing field at a cost of an annual contract of £280 plus VAT.  Works to be started asap.  Clerk to action.  Proposed by Councillor David Eckles, seconded by Councillor Anna Allison.

2020hrs - District Councillor Michael Edney left the meeting. 
418) Matters arising from the minutes of the last meeting

419) 2013/2014 Draft Precept
The Clerk provided the council with the updated draft precept figures for consideration.  The precept is very likely to increase next year, however, the Council agreed that it cannot make any decisions until the figures relating to the proposed Council Tax Support are known.  The meeting to set the precept will be on Monday 7th January 2012 at 7.30pm. Clerk to action as necessary.  Proposed by Councillor David Hastings, seconded by Councillor Roger Cordey.

Broke fence – Councillor David Hastings mended the fence at a cost of £7 plus VAT – Councillor David Hastings to send Clerk invoice.
