This had been previously allocated in the precept for 2013/14.  Councillors agreed £200 would be donated.                           Proposed by Councillor Cordey seconded by Councillor Blake Clerk to prepare letter & payment for next meeting
1 member of the public highlighted that the village notice boards needed repair.  Councillor Cordey referred to 

the outstanding actions of the parish council & confirmed that this work would be undertaken. 
Tim Chenery – MYFC Club Manager/Chairman requested that the Council consider a follow up meeting to move 

the leasehold forward.  Councillor Cordey responded by confirming that once the Council had reviewed the MYFC      accounts & the other details that were discussed a meeting would be agreed in early November 
Tim Chenery – MYFC Club Manager/Chairman raised concerns that any potential work around the drainage on the Derek   Daniels Field may damage the football pitch & what actions were the Council considering to prevent this.
