Councillor Eckles has obtained 2 quotes from aid signs & graphics, for a 1200mm x500mm sign. £75 for aluminium sign & £45 for plastic sign. After discussion it was agreed that an aluminium sign, attached to scaffolding poles would be the best option, situated where the old fence was so when you drive in this is the first thing that is seen.  Councillor Blake stated that he can produce the sign at no cost & Councillor Hasting could provide the poles a no cost. It was also discussed that a second sign may be beneficial stating the telephone number to report any fly tipping. Agreement in principle was made that Councillor Eckles would produce the wording for the signs.
